Eco-Innovation and Intelligent Energy

By the call deadline, 387 proposals were registered
, of which 134 have been submitted
. The response of the market covered the four priority areas established in the Call 2008 with the highest share on Recycling (34 %). This is a priority area of environmental policy attracting a great deal of attention with the new Waste Framework Directive nearly adopted.  The sector attracting the second highest interest is Green Business (23%) followed by Buildings (20%). Food and Drink and Other sectors, with some proposals from metal and textile, have a minor representation (12% and 11 % respectively). Looking at the structure, 70% of the proposals are submitted by consortia, i.e. by more than 1 participant.  

Country aspect

A good coverage of countries was achieved. 444 participants involved in the Call 2008 come from 33 countries
, mostly European, where Italy (97 participants) and Spain (79) have a top position followed by Germany (31), the Netherlands (27), United Kingdom (24)… Only Slovakia, Iceland, Lichtenstein and Albania are not engaged in any of the submitted proposals. 

Looking at the total number of proposals submitted and also at the number of participants; Italy and Spain have the highest participation. These two countries belong to the group classified as moderate innovators in the European Innovation Scoreboard 2007. 

Also 3rd countries are participating, among which Turkey is in the lead followed by Croatia. Turkey has a considerable part on all proposals regarding the number of participants (17) – see the chart below. As a coordinator, Turkey surprisingly takes the third place following Italy and Spain, with a considerable interest on recycling industry.

Concerning New Member States joining the EU recently
, half of them entered the consortium as partners where Slovenia and Bulgaria have a good representation. These countries have been particularly active in Recycling, Green Business and Building sector.

Another angle on analysed data concerns the share of proposals whose participants originate only from one country. The Call 2008 did not require multinational participation and only insisted in the European added value. Despite this, half of the applications originate in more than one country. Being more specific, about 20 % of all proposals are consortia from only one country with a vast majority of SMEs, 30% are applications by only one participant. The highest share of the proposals coming from only one country is included in the sector 'Others' (73 %), while the Food and Drink sector holds the lowest percentage (31 %), giving greater international coverage to this sector.

Sectors

According to the aim of the programme Eco-innovation, the 133 eligible proposals submitted in the Call 2008 were ranged into 5 areas:

· Buildings

· Food and Drinks

· Green Business

· Recycling

· Others

As stated above, Recycling (45 proposals submitted) has the highest share of proposals, followed by Green Business (30), Buildings (27), Food and Drinks (16) and Others (15).  
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The first conclusion of the Call 2008 is that the four priorities were well covered, despite the fact, that priorities were not exclusive in the Call text. For all proposals submitted, 110.786.892 Euro is requested as EC funding, i.e. almost 50 % of the total budget calculated for the projects
 with an average funding per project of ~830.000€, slightly higher than the estimated 700.000€. However, the EC funding requested does not mirror the amount of projects in all sectors. The EC funding requested is important in the group 'Others' and the explanation could be that this group includes proposals from the manufacturing sector which are economically intensive. This sector includes proposers on textile and metal industry which might be more demanding on equipment, compared to Green Business.

Green business –the 'organisational' sector – presents a reasonable lower funding request compared to their number of proposals. When going to detail proposals, there seems to be different budget requirements of projects concerning technology, number of participants, the time spent on projects and also the nature of the proposers (SMEs, large companies…) which determines the percentage of budget funded by EU.

The Food and Drink and Green Business are two sectors with the highest average number of participants per proposals, i. e. almost 5 and 4 respectively, as opposed to the sector Others (2). 

Small and medium sized enterprises

The Call 2008 notably succeeded in addressing the SMEs market. In total, 74% of all participants are SMEs. The most successful are Food and Drink and Building sectors (78 %), the least proportion of SMEs among the other participants is in Green Business (67 %).
