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About us
The State Enterprise Agricultural Information and Rural Business Centre (AIRBC) is the main institution that provides IT services for agriculture sector and administrates three basic registers forming the Integrated Administration and Control System (IACS): the Register of Agricultural Holdings (Holding Register), the Register of Farm Livestock and the Land Parcels Identification Systems. The AIRBC designs, develops and maintains the Livestock Breeding Information System, Land Parcel Declaration System, Farm Register, Agricultural Vehicles Register, Milk Quota Administration  and Quota Auction Systems, Agricultural Market Information System. The AIRBC also collects, processes and provides current and summarized information for state institutions and municipalities, natural and legal persons, submits proposals to the Ministry of Agriculture on application, maintenance and development of agricultural information systems.
The AIRBC is the key information source for administration of support payments to farmers by the National Paying Agency, on information about agricultural market for the Department of Statistics, on quantities and prices of agricultural products for the European Commission.

Executing delegated functions and pursuing its objectives (implementation of the state policy in the sphere of agricultural information systems and implementation of measures financed by the Guarantee section of the European Agricultural Guidance and Guarantee Fund),  the AIRBC strives to become a source of comprehensive and reliable information on agriculture, rural business and alternative activities.
Main activities:

The AIRBC develops and maintains 4 Lithuanian state registers:
· Farm Register;
· Holding Register;

· Farm Livestock Register;

· Agricultural Vehicles Register.

Other information systems managed by the AIRBC are as follows:

· Milk Quota Direct Payment System;

· Land Parcels Identification System;

· Livestock Breeding System;

· Agricultural Cooperative System;

· Horse Breeding System;

· Milk Quota Trading (Auction) System;

· Milk Traders Information Processing System;

· Agricultural Product Market Information System;

· Forage Producers Register;

· Genetic Evaluation System.

The following information systems are under development:
